It is a story that plumbs the depth of human wretchedness only to rescue us and uplift our hearts to a place filled with joy.

Mike Maran and Ali Stephens were working on this production together at the time of her untimely death in October 2010.  Norman Chalmers stepped in to rework the music which she had composed for mandolin and performs her music on concertina so that the show could go ahead as she wished.
